THE GOSPEL

The Reading from the Holy Gospel according to St. Luke.
(16:19-31)

The Lord said, “There was a rich man, who was clothed in purple and fine linen and who
feasted sumptuously every day. And at his gate lay a poor man named Lazarus, full of sores,
who desired to be fed with what fell from the rich man’s table; moreover the dogs came and
licked his sores. The poor man died and was carried by the angels to Abraham’s bosom. The
rich man also died and was buried; and in Hades, being in torment, he lifted up his eyes, and
saw Abraham far off and Lazarus in his bosom. And he called out, ‘Father Abraham, have
mercy upon me, and send Lazarus to dip the end of his finger in water and cool my tongue;
for I am in anguish in this flame.” But Abraham said, ‘Son, remember that you in your
lifetime received your good things, and Lazarus in like manner evil things; but now he is
comforted here, and you are in anguish. And besides all this, between us and you a great
chasm has been fixed, in order that those who would pass from here to you may not be able,
and none may cross from there to us.” And he said, ‘Then I beg you, father, to send him to my
father’s house, for I have five brothers, so that he may warn them, lest they also come into
this place of torment.” But Abraham said, ‘They have Moses and the prophets; let them hear
them.” And he said, ‘No, father Abraham; but if someone goes to them from the dead, they
will repent.” He said to him, ‘If they do not hear Moses and the prophets, neither will they be
convinced if someone should rise from the dead.

L’EVANGILE

Lecture de I'Evangile selon Saint Luc
(Lec XVI,19-31)

Il y avait un homme riche, qui était vétu de pourpre et de fin lin, et qui chaque jour
menait joyeuse et brillante vie. Un pauvre, nommé Lazare, était couché a sa porte,
couvert d'ulcéres, et désireux de se rassasier des miettes qui tombaient de la table du
riche; et méme les chiens venaient encore 1écher ses ulcéres.

C'est
pour qu'il leur atteste ces choses, afin qu'ils ne viennent pas aussi dans ce lieu de
tourments.» Abraham répondit: «lIls ont Moise et les prophétes; qu'ils les écoutent.» Et
il dit: «Non, pere Abraham, mais si quelqu'un des morts va vers eux, ils se repentiront.»
Et Abraham lui dit: «S'ils n'écoutent pas Moise et les prophetes, ils ne se laisseront pas
persuader, quand méme quelqu'un des morts ressusciterait.»
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THE SYNAXARION

On November 5 in the Holy Orthodox Church, we commemorate the holy Martyrs
Galaktion and Episteme of Homs.
Verses
The sword slayeth the uncoupled yoke-pair,
Who loved rather the spiritual yoking.

On the fifth, Episteme and Galaktion were slain as one.

Galaktion’s mother was barren until she was baptized. After her baptism, she converted
her husband to the true Faith. Their son Galaktion was baptized and raised in the Christian
Faith. When Galaktion was old enough to marry, his father betrothed him to a pagan-born
maiden named Episteme. By no means did Galaktion want to enter into marriage, and
convinced Episteme to be baptized, then to be tonsured a nun at the same time that he
became a monk. Galaktion withdrew to a monastery and Episteme to a convent. They
were first in labor, prayer, humility, obedience, and love. They neither left their
monasteries nor did they see one another until just before their deaths. A fierce
persecution began and both of them were brought before the tribunal. The pagans
mercilessly tortured the pair and beheaded them. Their friend Eutolius took their bodies
and honorably buried them. Eutolius had been a slave of Episteme’s parents, and then a
monk with Galaktion. He wrote the life of these martyrs of Christ who received their

heavenly wreaths in 253.

On this day, we also commemorate the Apostles Hermas, Linus, Gaius, Patrobas and
Philologos of the Seventy. By the intercessions of Thy saints, O Christ God, have mercy
upon us.

Amen.
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St Raphael of Brooklyn

Rejoice, O Father Raphael, adornment of the holy Church! Thou art
champion of the True Faith, seeker of the lost, consolation of the
oppressed, father to orphans and friend of the poor, peacemaker and
good shepherd, joy of all the Orthodox, son of Antioch, boast of
America. Intercede with Christ God for us and for all who honor
thee.

On the first Saturday in November in the Holy Orthodox Church we

commemorate our father among the Saints, Raphael Hawaweeny, Bishop of

Brooklyn, “good shepherd of the lost sheep in America.”

Born in Beirut, Lebanon, and educated in Damascus, Syria, Halki, Turkey, and Kiev, Russia,
Raphael found himself virtually exiled in Kazan, Russia. The young archimandrite was called to the
New World by the Syrian Orthodox Benevolent Committee in New York City. Immigrating in 1895
and serving under the aegis of the Russian Orthodox Mission—then the only established Orthodox
hierarchy—he was technically pastor of St. Nicholas Church (later Cathedral) in Brooklyn, New
York, but was, in fact, the roving pastor of several dozen tiny, isolated communities spread thinly
across the continent. As a priest he crossed the continent repeatedly in the course of nine years, and
did so several more times after being consecrated Bishop of Brooklyn—the first such Orthodox
consecration in North America—in 1905. He established a journal, al-Kalimat, to spread “The Word”
to places he could not himself be, and worked diligently at translating Greek liturgical books into
Arabic. These he distributed at his own expense to communities throughout the Middle East and to
émigrés in the Americas, Africa, and Australasia. Thus, this “shepherd of the lost sheep” helped

preserve Orthodox Christianity in those regions.

Following the call of the Holy Synod of Antioch, which beckons all its children to
dedicate a Sunday following the Synod’s conclusion to collect aid for our brethren at
the Patriarchate of Jerusalem, and to partake in the relief of their suffering while
demonstrating the Christian communion of humanity in times of affliction, we hereby
announce that the upcoming Sunday, falling on November 12, shall be designated as
the day for collecting aid throughout our Archdiocese. We kindly request all parishes
to send their collections to the Archdiocesan headquarters. The Archdiocese will
continue to collect aid for one month starting from November 12,

In response to some of your questions regarding the inclusion of petitions in the
Divine Liturgy for the sake of peace and mercy in the Holy Land, T would like to
clarify:

The practice of introducing new petitions into the Divine Liturgy does not depend on
a personal decision by a bishop or priest. Following the Holy Tradition of our
Orthodox Church, at the end of the Great Entrance while processing with the Holy
Gifts, the priest offers the people’s supplications and mentions names and regions
that are going through turbulent events. This is what we hope for from all of you in
these days when humanity is in dire need of divine mercy.

Furthermore, we recommend that the service of the Paraklesis (Supplicatory Canon)
be held in the churches to the extent possible for the faithful to offer supplications
